All fish must be caught by rod and reel.

Fishing must occur between 7am - 3pm ET, Saturday June 13", 2026; Rain or Shine!

Fishing with any bait from boats or shore is allowed.

Designated fishing locations: Turkey Point to mouth of the canal and all tributaries in between. NO
FISHING IN THE CANAL EAST OF HARBOR NORTH MARINA OR FROM BOHEMIA VISTA DOCKS
No chumming or fishing known intentionally baited holes or any “shady pirate sh*t".

No markings of any kind may be present on any fish; any odd marks on fish or other discrepancies
may be disqualified at the discretion of officials.

All applicants must check-in morning of tournament between 6:30 & 8:30am at one of (3)
designated locations: Chesapeake Basin Ramp ($10 Fee), Safe Harbor Bohemia Vista (open ramp
06/13/26) & Barge in front of Bohemia Vista (on the water).

All boats must be inspected by officials at designated register sites: anglers on land must also
comply with registration/inspection rules on the morning of tournament.

Contestants must comply with all State & Federal rules: Coast Guard, DEP, local regulations
regarding safety, licensing, etc.

Contestants are responsible for their own Insurance: The Altemus family, Safe Harbor Bohemia
Vista, the tournament officials, the owners of hosting site 8&/or participating sponsors assume NO
responsibility for losses or accidents sustained by contestants or their guests.

The Altemus Family and/or tournament directors reserve the right to make any decisions regarding
the tournament that have not been addressed in these rules.

All tournament boats must maintain a minimum distance of 50 yds (150) feet between each other
& from non contestants.

Weigh-In will be at Safe Harbor Bohemia Vista. No fish will be accepted for weigh-in after 3:00pm
on day of tournament. FISH MUST BE ALIVE.
